
Restricted Standing Orders

Rules for Restricted Personnel

1. While on Pretrial restriction, personnel will  refer to all military personnel in the appropriate manner, for example Petty Officer, Chief, Senior Chief, and Sir or Ma’am to commissioned officers and civilians. 

2. Pretrial Restricted personnel wishing to enter Building 861 will knock three times on the door and request to enter. Upon receiving permission, you shall enter, uncover, position yourself at attention in front of the control room counter and request to speak. You shall wait for permission before speaking again.

3.   You will surrender your military identification card to the watch supervisor and will be issued a restricted identification card for the duration of your restriction.

4.   While on restriction, you may wear no facial hair unless authorized by a medical officer. You may not possess or wear any civilian clothing, except for athletic gear while actually participating in physical training. Women are authorized to wear nightgowns.

5.   You shall not enter Naval Air Station Lemoore Family Housing or any barracks area except in the performance of your duties.

6.   You are not to be in any privately owned vehicle. You may be in government vehicles only in the performance of your duties.

7.   You are not to consume any alcoholic beverages. You will not use any tobacco products. You will not patronize any recreational facilities unless escorted by an MAA. You may not have food in your possession at any location other than the galley. You may not get something to drink without the permission of the MAA or your escort.

8.   You will receive your work assignments from the duty Master-At-Arms Supervisor. You will not return to your command or department for work while in a restricted status.

9.   You may not receive any deliveries at Building 861 except mail and paychecks. All mail is subject to inspection for contraband. Use of the telephone is a privilege limited to five-minute phone calls on the payphone located in the check-in area of Building 861. Except for official calls or bona fide emergencies, telephone messages will not be relayed.

10.   You will use the Navy Exchange facilities only when escorted. Navy exchange runs will normally be on Wednesday afternoons (following haircuts), operational commitments permitting. Haircuts will be on Wednesdays at 1300.

11.   Your commuted rations will be terminated and you will be given a chow pass for the duration of your restriction. You will march to and from regular meals at the main galley, escorted by the duty Master-At-Arms.

12.   You will have a complete seabag and all items will be stenciled. Those personnel without a full seabag upon arrival will be escorted by their command to the Uniform Shop to obtain necessary items prior to checking in at Building 861.

13.   Males will be assigned berthing at Building 861, females at Barracks 7. Your locker must be tagged with your name, Rate, SSN and parent command/department. All gear must be stored “Boot Camp” style in locker on proper shelves and your locker locked when not in use. There will be no eating or foodstuffs in the berthing areas.

14.   Reveille is observed at 0500 Monday through Saturday and 0600 on Sunday. Your bunk must be properly made up prior to 0525 workdays and 0630 Sundays. The berthing areas will be vacated between 0630 and 1600 daily, except Sundays.

15.   There is an all-hands field day in the berthing area daily between 1900 and 2045. In addition, a sweepers will be held at 0530 daily, and a full field day  will be held on Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday mornings instead of PT. You must remain in berthing between 2000 and 0530 daily unless on watch. The duty Master-At-Arms will conduct at least four unannounced bunk checks during those hours.

16.   Taps will be observed at 2200 daily and the laundry facility will be secured at that time.

17.   Loud and boisterous behavior is prohibited and will not be tolerated.

18.   Muster times are as follows: 0600, 1100, 1600, 2000 and 2100 daily. The CMAA, ACMAA, or Watch Supervisor as needed will assign additional musters.

19.   Musters will be in formation where designated by the duty Master-At-Arms, normally on the sidewalk directly west of Building 861. You are subject to inspection at each muster.

20.   Musters will be in clean, neat working uniforms except Sunday, when musters will be in the uniform of the day.

21.   While in a restricted status, you will not be allowed to leave Building 861 unless a Master-At-Arms or a duly appointed representative of the staff escorts you. You may not take off your orange vest at any time.

22.   Supervised Physical Training will be conducted on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday in accordance with the new PRT program. A performance of “Satisfactory-medium” or better is required on each exercise event to meet the standard. Individuals who barely meet the PRT standards will receive quality physical fitness on Tuesday and Thursday.

23.   General Military Training will be held every Sunday between 1700 and 1730.

24.   While restricted, you are encouraged to pursue personal goals and reasonable arrangements may be considered on a case-by-case basis.

25.   Exceptions to musters are personnel sick in quarters or those actually attending religious services.

26.   While restricted, you are subject to unannounced Health and Comfort inspections. Contraband found by the inspector may be used as evidence against you at a non-judicial punishment or a court martial. Contraband is defined as any article or item not authorized by the CMAA and includes civilian clothing (except as previously mentioned), alcohol, tobacco, drugs and related paraphernalia, tools or weapons of any form, playing cards, dice, and any form of personal entertainment device or item. Golden Eagle newspaper, magazines (2 maximum) and books are authorized except pornography of any kind or magazines and books that bring discredit upon the U.S. Armed Forces.

27.   Unofficial visitation is normally from 1700 to 1900 Monday through Saturday and 1300 to 1600 Sunday. Visitors may be met in the check-in area adjacent to the control room and may be entertained in the courtyard west of Building 861 within view of the control room window. Visitors are limited to two personal friends at any one time or a reasonable group of family members as determined by the Watch Supervisor. Boisterous behavior or undue familiarity may be a cause for loss of visitation privileges.  Waving, talking to, or gesturing to passers by in a vehicle or on foot is considered unauthorized visitation. You must have the duty MAA’s permission to visit with anyone.

28.   While on restriction, you are responsible to know, understand, and follow all standing orders promulgated by the CMAA.

29.   A bedroll will be issued to you. You will be responsible for the cleaning and care of it. You will wash and turn in the bedroll prior to being released from restriction. Your rack will be made “Boot Camp” style and the top rack shall be made opposite of bottom rack.

30.   The orange safety vest will be worn at all times unless otherwise modified by the CMAA. When not wearing the vest you will display your restricted identification card on your left breast pocket.

31.   Restricted personnel shall not touch the cameras, alarms, or associated equipment placed throughout the building. Any person in the vicinity when equipment is damaged may be held responsible.

32.   Orders given by the CMAA or any of the MAA staff are to be considered as issued directly by the Commanding Officer and shall be treated as such.

33.   Failure to comply with the foregoing instructions may result in loss of privileges and/or prosecution under Article 134 of the Uniform Code of Military Justice.

34.   While on restriction a written record of your performance will be maintained. Upon completion of restriction a performance report may be forwarded to your command/department.

35.   All times stated in these Restricted Standing Orders are subject to change due to operational commitments.

36.   These Restricted Standing Orders are an addition to those signed by you at your command/department.
